

	Height vs Arm Span	Instructor Notes


1. Have students measure both their height and arm span (from fingertip to fingertip with arms out stretched.)
a. Can mark place measurements on board and have students measured in turn
b. Can have a yardstick for each pair of students.
2. Enter the data in a “List and Spreadsheet” 
a. Have a student enter the data in the TI-Nspire handheld. Use the short mini 2 mini to transfer the file to the rest of the class.
b. Send a “list” question type with Quick Poll with the Nspire Navigator. (Right click on the list and select show students to verify receive data from each student.) Right click and chose “select all.” Open a new document, with a “List & Spreadsheet” page open. Put cursor in cell “A1” and paste. Send document to class.
3. Have students title each column. (Can delete the student column by moving cursor to the top of the column until the entire column is highlighted; then chose delete column.)
4. Students are ready to complete their worksheet beginning with step 4.
